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An Analysis to the Trade, Investment and Growth
Policies in GCC States

Dr. Ahmed Saddam!

Abstract

This study investigates the relationship among elected variables related to
the economic diversification and non-oil GDP growth in GCC countries,
which are; real Gross Domestic Production (GDP), Gross Fixed Capital
Formation (GFCF), Foreign Direct Investment inflows (FDJ/) and non-oil
export (£X). It is an attempt to empirically analyse the GCC’ efforts for
diversification over a period spanned from 1987 to 2019. For this purpose,
the study will use two approaches, qualitative and quantitative methods. It
focuses on the role of GFCF as a proxy of local investment, which could be
much more linked to the economy compared to foreign direct investment.
However, GFCF shows how much of the new value added in GCC
economies is invested rather than consumed and then to what extent can lead
to diversify the economy through enhancing level of non-oil export? While
the FDI inflows will be examined to measure the impact of these investments
on economic growth represented by real GDP.The research problem of this
study stated that achieving a modest level of diversification in GCC
economies is attributed to the high increase of governmental consumption
expenditure compared to investment allocations, and duplication of
economic activities among the six-member states, in which all efforts
devoted have not crucially led to mitigation of share of extractive sectors to
GDP, except for Bahrain and the UAE. However, the result obtained of this
study could be considered as an evaluation to the diversification efforts and
its policies over the said period. Moreover, the study tries to analyse the
major factors which restricted the adopted policies for more than two
decades in spite of pursuing various economic reform programs that aimed
to reduce the big reliance on oil export revenues. The importance of this
paper will be embodied in its new contribution, which attempt to empirically
determine the missing link in diversification policies adopted via testing
selected economic variables relevant to these policies, and based on that, it
tries to set new policy recommendation.

axis of generalizations building came in the last rank with a percentage of
(9.5). The study also showed that there are no statistically significant
differences due to the availability of criteria concept-based thinking is
attributed to the classroom, and considering these results, the researcher
recommended the necessity of adopting curricula design according to
concept-based thinking, and training curriculum developers and teachers on

This research aimed to explore of the degree of inclusion of legal
concepts contained in the general concepts document for the curricula in
the books of Islamic Education, Social Studies and Arabic Language for
grades (5-12) in the Sultanate of Oman. The research used the descriptive
analytical method, by using the content analysis card to analyze the study
sample books. The research sample included (30) textbooks. The results
showed that the subject of Islamic studies ranked the first in including
legal concepts at a rate of (57%), then social studies at a rate of (32%),
then Arabic language at a rate of (11%). The results also showed that the
eleventh grade had the highest inclusion rate of legal concepts at a rate
of (29%), and the least inclusion in the sixth grade at the rate of (1%).
According to Legal Concepts, the "Law References" field had the
highest inclusion at a rate of (30.6%) and the lowest for the "Electronic
Transactions Law" field with at a rate of (1.2%), while the “The Law of
Juveniles” were not included. The research recommended reconsidering
the inclusion of legal concepts according to the subjects and grades.

This study aimed to reveal the extent to which social studies
teachers use mobile applications in education in the Sultanate of
Oman. To achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used
the descriptive approach; Where she prepared a trend scale
consisting of fifteen phrases distributed on four axes. After
verifying the validity and reliability of the tool, it was applied to
(191) male and female teachers of social studies in government
schools in the Sultanate of Oman, the results of the study revealed
that the degree to which social studies teachers possess the skills
of using mobile applications in teaching is large, as the general
average of the degree to which they possess the skills is (3.63).
The degree of interest of social studies teachers in developing
their skills in using mobile applications reached a large degree.

In light of research findings, the
researcher recommended the necessity of providing a guide for
the methods of teaching social studies through mobile
applications to facilitate the teacher’s task, and providing schools
with a fast internet network in order to facilitate the use of
applications for teachers and students in the classroom.
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The Impact of Augmented Reality Technology on the Motivation of
5th Grade Students Towards an Information Technology Course Book

Abstract
The aim of this research is to find the effect of augmented reality technology
(augmented book) on students' motivation towards their textbook (reading
and applying) represented in the information technology course for this
research. The research was designed on the quasi-experimental approach
based on two groups (control - experimental), the control group (171) and
the experimental group (179) students from the fifth-grade students in
government schools in the Sultanate of Oman. The observation card was
used as a tool to reveal the hypothesis of the study, which assumed the
presence of Statistically significant differences at the function (a < 0.05)
between the two groups. The results of the study showed that there were
statistically significant differences at the function (a0 < 0.05) between the
control group and the experimental group in favor of the experimental group
with medium effect on the total summation. The researcher recommended
the adoption of technology in some parts of the course to motivate students
to investigate the textbook.
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Degree of Awareness about Natural Disasters among Social Studies’
Teachers in the Sultanate of Oman
Fatima Saaiyed Khamis AL Gharibi

This study aimed to identify the degree of awareness about natural
disasters among Social Studies’ teachers in the Sultanate of Oman,
according to gender, specialty and years of teaching experience.

In order to achieve the aims of the study, a descriptive research
approach was used which involved designing a three-dimension scale: a
cognitive test, an affective test, and a behavioural test. The cognitive test
was multiple-choice questions with four options while the affective and
behavioural tests were based on five points Likert-scale. After establishing
the validity and reliability of the scale, it was distributed to (397) Social
Studies’ teachers from Muscat and Batinah South governorates who
constituted the sample of the study.

The analysis revealed that the degree of awareness about natural
disasters among Social Studies’ teachers in the sultanate of Oman was
generally moderate with (70%) on average. The participants demonstrated
the lowest degree of awareness about natural disasters in the cognitive
domain with (53%) while they demonstrated the highest awareness in the
affective domain with (80%). The behavioral domain was high with (79%)
of degree of awareness about natural disasters.

The findings also showed statistically significant differences on
(a=0.05) in the degree of awareness about natural disasters in the cognitive
test among males and females favoring the females with an average of
(2.776). However, there were no statically significant differences in the
degree of awareness about natural disasters in respect of specialty and
teaching experience.

The study recommended working on the improving the degree of
awareness about natural disasters among the Social Studies’ teachers
through organizing seminars, conferences and training workshops.
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A follow-up Study of the Level of Skill Performance of Trained
Female Divers at a Depth of 12m under Water for Scuba Diving.

Abstract

The goal of this study is to determine the level of skill performance of trainee
submariners for scuba diving at a depth of 12 meters underwater, using
variables such as floating and relaxation, balance, friction with surrounding
objects, control of diving equipment, and the extent of oxygen consumption
from the regulator. For a 20-minute scuba diving teaching program for
beginners, the diving assessment was held twice a week for female pupils
from December,5-19, 2021.

For pre and post measurements, the researcher employed the experimental
approach with a single group. The study sample consisted of 20 students
from the Faculty of Physical Education who were enrolled in Yarmouk
University's swimming training course. The proposed educational program
was used to teach beginners special skills for students to reach the degree of
diver in open water after the initial medical examination and water pressure
endurance test were completed in the reverse pressure chamber device.
After organizing the data and statistically analyzing it, the results revealed
that the application of the educational program for beginners for the second
week resulted in positive differences in the level of skill performance of
body position and relaxation, balance, friction with surrounding bodies,
control of diving equipment, percentage of oxygen consumption from the
regulator, and time of staying underwater for 20 minutes. The researcher
should use dive educational programs that have been designed ahead of time.

Not a single
African state attended this conference, which continued until the twenty-
sixth of February 1885, and Article Thirty-four came to crown the efforts of
the assembled countries to occupy the continent after the expansion in the
interior. Before this conference, more than ten percent of the continent’s area
was not under colonial control, but after the conference and even the First
World War, it was no longer independent, only about 8% of the area. In other
words, this conference turned the scales and turned Africa into a field. It was
fertile for colonial looting, expansion, domination, and conquest, and
imposed astronomical and geometric borders without any consideration for
the races and tribes inhabiting the different regions of the continent.

It does not necessarily mean that every system in Parliament must inevitably
be a parliamentary system, as the parliamentary system is a political system
in which power is dominated by the head of state and government on one
hand and Parliament, on the other hand, there is a head of state who is not
responsible in the monarchy systems and if he is responsible, criminal
responsibility without political in the republican systems and usually
stipulates. Constitutions have theoretical competencies of the head of state,
along with a ministry responsible for individual responsibility, and each
minister and collective responsibility jointly means that a ministry has the
confidence of the parliamentary majority, and if it loses it, it must resign.
Solidarity responsibility is one of the most important characteristics of the
parliamentary system as well as an important peculiarity represented in the
flexible separation between the two authorities so that there is a
communication that is not separation between the two authorities. In their
participation in exercising some of the basic competencies in the state, the
parliamentary system is thus a system of balance between the authorities as
a result of equality between the legislative and executive branches, where
each of them has equal means to influence the other in order to achieve
balance. The foregoing can be considered from the theoretical features of
the parliamentary system, which may have been found in a historical stage
in England, but the applications of the parliamentary system have deviated
from their ideal image in their home country of England, and these
deviations that affected the parliamentary system, including those related to
the role of the head of state, including those related to the balance between
the ministry and parliament Instead of the role of the head of state being
formal, we find that there are parliamentary systems in which the role of the
head of state exceeds the assumption and the assumed balance between the
government and parliament. As in the constitution of the Third and Fourth
French Republic. Also, for the Iragi constitution of 2005 reform is at least
represented in finding rules for balance between the legislative and
executive.
