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Exploring Entrepreneurs Stressors and Coping Strategies:
A Gender Analysis

Abstract

This study delves into the sources of business-related stress and coping
strategies among entrepreneurs in small- and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) in Sudan, with a keen focus on gender disparities and their
implications for entrepreneurial success. Through a stratified simple
random sampling, data collection employed a questionnaire, and analytical
techniques included descriptive statistics and principal component
analysis. The study finds a difference between the mean ratings of male
and female entrepreneurs in terms of some of perceived business-related
stress and coping strategies. Sudanese female entrepreneurs attribute more
importance to feel family pressure, get little support from family, too much
to do, family demands on them. Sudanese male entrepreneurs attribute
more importance to lack confidence in their employees, get little support
from worker, too little time, feel of loneliness of running a business.
Sudanese male entrepreneurs attribute more importance to switch off at the
end of the day and try to leave work at work, Smoking, Support from
friends and coworkers as coping strategies. Sudanese female entrepreneurs
attribute more importance to lower their demands on themselves by
favorably comparing what they do to the things other people do, use humor,
use meditation and prayer. This research offers valuable insights for a
global understanding of entrepreneurship. It illuminates the intricate
interplay between stressors, coping mechanisms, and entrepreneurial
success, underscoring the significance of tailored support mechanisms for
both male and female entrepreneurs.

Abstract
A major concern faced by many employees in numerous countries in
several sectors due to the present dynamic, busy, and demanding business
environment is Work-Life Balance. Maintaining an equilibrium between
work and life is an issue that is gaining increasing recognition because of
its considered importance to organizations and employees. In contrast, the
deprivation of work-life balance (WLB) has drawbacks on the way
employers estimate success in many matters. The research’s main objective
is to study how work-life may impact faculty and staff members in
Lebanese private higher education institutions (HEIs) and to identify if
attaining a high level of satisfaction, performance, and productivity is
associated with a better work-life balance. Besides, the moderating effect
of perceived organizational support was also studied. To obtain the results,
a mono-method quantitative research approach for the collection and
analysis of data was employed. A self-directed survey questionnaire was
distributed randomly among staff and faculty members working in
Lebanese private universities. A total of 130 responses were gathered. For
revealing the relationships between the variables, SPSS software version
25 and Process SPSS Macro version 3.4 were used. The research’s findings
showed that a relationship between work-life balance, and employees’
satisfaction, productivity, and performance exists. However, there was no
evidence to support the idea that organizational support moderates the way
WLB affects other variables. The findings encourage private HEIs in
Lebanon to implement or reinforce existing practices that focus on WLB
to attain better employee job satisfaction, productivity, and performance.

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The Effect of Using the Flipped Classroom Strategy in Teaching
Mathematics on Developing Critical Thinking Skills Among Third
Grade Female Students in Thi-Qar Governorate
Dr. Rasha ghani Hashim Alfayadh

Abstract:

This study aimed to investigate the effect of using the flipped classroom
strategy in developing critical thinking skills among third-grade female
students in mathematics. The sample consisted of two classes with a total
of 65 female students who were randomly assigned to two groups: the
experimental group consisting of 33 students taught using the flipped
classroom strategy, and the control group consisting of 32 students taught
using the traditional method. To achieve the study's objective, the Watson-
Glaser Critical Thinking Test was used, consisting of 75 items divided into
five sub-tests with 15 items each. The test's validity and reliability were
confirmed. The study's results showed statistically significant differences
(0. <0.05) between the mean scores of the experimental and control groups
in all dimensions and the total critical thinking test scores in favor of the
experimental group. However, the flipped classroom strategy did not
achieve a significant effect size (gain ratio > 1.2) according to Black's
equation in developing critical thinking skills among third-grade female
students in Thi-Qar Governorate. The study recommends that mathematics
teachers should employ the flipped classroom strategy in teaching
mathematics.

The research examines the level of awareness of content makers in
implementing emotional intelligence skills through social media programs.
The study focuses on a sample of influential content owners in various
fields through social media programs, and the availability of emotional
intelligence skills and their ability to implement them within their
published content or through their behaviors and attitudes with the public.
A behavioral measure (attitudes) was applied to a purposeful sample that
targeted (23) individual content creators in some Arab countries. The scale
focused on two themes: the first dealt with the level of content makers’
awareness of emotional intelligence skills within their content that they
work to produce and publish, based on (5) behavioral situations that were
presented to them, and the second theme dealt with their awareness of
implementing emotional intelligence skills with their audience, according
to (5) behavioral situations that were presented. The study revealed that the
awareness of content makers in implementing emotional intelligence skills
in their published content reached (65%), while their level of awareness in
implementing emotional intelligence skills with their audiences through
social media programs was higher compared to the first theme, as it reached
(80%), and the average was The overall score for the two subjects was
(72.5%), which is considered high if compared to the rest of their reactions
to the behavioral situations that were presented to them in the scale. The
researcher recommended the need to develop the emotional intelligence
skills of content makers, given that the societal segment is an integral part
of the success of their content through social media programs and their
growth in their fields of work.

Abstract:

This study aimed to identify the effect of the Dynavision device in
improving the reaction time (response) when performing the start of
Backstroke swimming students swimming team - Yarmouk University.
The researcher used the semi-experimental approach to fit the nature of the
study and its objectives, and the study's sample was carefully chosen from
among the Faculty of Physical Education students enrolled in the
swimming course during the summer semester of 2023-2024.The
swimming team at the university taught six female students in specific
workouts that used the Dynavision device to assess response time. Each
encounter consisted of three and lasted 30 minutes, and the training period
lasted six weeks. Standard deviations and computational averages were
employed, together with a test (the T-Test)

The results showed that utilizing the Dynavision device improved reaction
time (response) when completing the commencement of a backstroke
swimming in the distance tests in the research sample. In light of the
outcomes and findings, a number of recommendations were made, the most
important of which was the importance of using the exercises—particularly
with the Dynavision device—because of their influence on improving the
capacity to begin other swimming types.

The researcher
used the descriptive approach in a correlational study. For its suitability
and nature, the study was conducted on a sample of (36) students from
athletics courses who were chosen intentionally, and the data was
processed using the statistical package program (SPSS).The Results of the
Study showed that there is A Statistically Significant inverse Correlation
for Dynamic Balance and Total Body Length, and there is A Statistically
Significant positive Correlation for Dynamic Balance, Explosive strength
of the Leg Muscles and Agility, and that there is no Correlation with the
Body Mass Index (BMI). ) and overall body compatibility, and in Addition
to that there is no correlation between Static Balance and the variables
under study, The Results also showed that there is A Statistically
significant Correlation for the agility variable with the total body length,
dynamic balance and explosive strength of the leg muscles, and that there
is no correlation with the body mass index and overall body compatibility.

Among
those penalties that the government body can impose is the confiscation
of the final guarantee submitted by the contractor after he committed a
default, delay, or violation during his implementation of the contract, as
The Government Competition and Procurement Law requires the
contractor to provide a final guarantee of 5% of the contract value. The
research problem lies in clarifying the purpose of confiscating the final
guarantee, and explaining the cases in which the government entity must
confiscate it as a penalty for the contractor’s failure to implement the
contract in accordance with its terms. What are the procedures that the
entity must follow if it wants to confiscate it, and does the contractor have
the right to request that it not be confiscated due to the government entity’s
failure to implement the terms of the contract in accordance with the
Competition and Government Procurement Law and the regulations.

Pupils’ Achievement in Reading Comprehension

The primary objective of this study is to examine the effects of a do-it-
yourself (D1Y) technique on the reading comprehension performance of
fifth-grade students in preparatory schools. In order to accomplish the
objective of this research, it is posited that a null hypothesis can be
established, suggesting that there are no statistically significant disparities
between the average scores of the experimental group, which is instructed
using a do-it-yourself (DIY) strategy, and the control groups, which are
instructed using a prescribed method, in terms of their reading
comprehension attainment. Developing a pre- and post-achievement test.
Both groups have been equalized in terms of characteristics such as
parental educational level, English achievement scores in the previous
academic year, and the pre-test scores of both groups. A set of five
questions has been prepared to provide a post-test. The Alpha-Cronbach
method was employed to validate the reliability coefficient. The
discriminatory power and level of difficulty for each item have been
ascertained through statistical analysis of the items.
