Despite the immense potential of Al applications
in health education, such as simulation and virtual training, personalized
learning, and decision support systems, there remains a gap in
understanding their educational impact on the adoption of sustainability
practices by healthcare workers and their role in tangibly improving the
quality of healthcare services provided.
This research aims to evaluate the educational impact of various Al
applications on promoting sustainability practices among healthcare
professionals and determine the extent of their contribution to improving
the quality of healthcare services provided. The descriptive-analytical
method was used to determine the impact of the independent variable (the
educational impact of Al applications) on the dependent variable
(promoting sustainability practices to improve the quality of healthcare
services) by measuring the level of healthcare professionals' knowledge of
sustainability practices, changes in their behavior towards these practices,
and patient satisfaction as an indicator of the quality of healthcare services.
A questionnaire was used to collect data, which was analyzed using SPSS
version 26.
The research concluded that 70% of the workers underwent training using
simulation and virtual training applications, and their attitudes were
positive towards the impact of the training program on changing their
behaviors, with a mean of 4.056 and a standard deviation of 0.174.
Furthermore, the workers' attitudes were positive towards the role of Al
applications in enhancing the understanding and application of

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sustainability practices. The results showed that Al applications
contributed by 85.4% in changing the behaviors and practices of healthcare
professionals towards adopting sustainable solutions in providing care, and
also contributed to improving the indicators of sustainable healthcare
service quality by 89.7%.

Abstract:

This study aimed to analyze the impact of exercises using Stretch Cordz
and Pool Noodles on improving the arm movement frequency in undulation
breaststroke among the female swimming team at the Faculty of Physical
Education, Jadara University. The researcher employed a quasi-
experimental approach with a pretest-posttest design for a single group.
The study sample consisted of 10 female swimmers from the 2024 team
first semester. The training program was conducted over four weeks, with
three training sessions per week, each lasting 40 minutes.

The results, after data analysis, indicated that the exercises using Stretch
Cordz and Pool Noodles significantly enhanced the upper body lift and
increased the arm movement frequency in undulation Breaststroke.
Additionally, the exercises helped the participants develop specific in-
water speed capabilities. Based on these findings, the researcher
recommended incorporating these exercises due to their positive effect on
improving the physical attributes of the female swimming team members.

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The Value System of Artificial Intelligence According to Spranger’s
Classification: A Preliminary Comparative Study between Large

Language Models (LLMs) and University Students

Abstract:

The field of artificial intelligence, particularly large language models
(LLMs), is witnessing rapid development that raises questions about the
nature of the values these models adopt compared to human values. This
study aims to explore the six values according to Spranger’s classification
(religious, social, theoretical, economic, political, aesthetic) as manifested
in three LLMs (OpenAl-0l, Gemini-2.0, DeepSeek-V3) and to compare
them with the value system of a sample of King Khalid University students.
The study employed a descriptive comparative methodology, applying the
Study of Values test to a human sample of 214 university students (male
and female) and to the three language models; the test was administered
repeatedly with the models to ensure the stability of the Al responses. The
results showed statistically significant differences in value preferences and
their rankings between the students and the Al models. Specifically, the
theoretical value ranked highest in the large language models, followed by
the social value, then aesthetic and political values, while the religious
value ranked among the lowest. In contrast, for the university students, the
religious value emerged as the top value across most academic levels,
followed by the scientific (theoretical) value, whereas the aesthetic value
appeared among the lowest ranks. The results also revealed a significant
effect of certain variables (gender and academic level) on some of the
students’ values — with female students scoring higher on the religious
value, male students higher on the theoretical value, and bachelor’s-level
students higher on the aesthetic value. These findings indicate that LLMs
reflect value priorities derived from their training data, which calls for
considering cultural dimensions in their development. The study
recommends incorporating more diverse value criteria into the
programming of language models and enhancing students’ awareness of
how to employ Al in line with human values.

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The Impact of Aquatic Therapeutic Exercises on Bone Density in
Women with Osteoporosis

Abstract
This study aims to explore the impact of aquatic therapeutic exercises on
improving bone density in women suffering from osteoporosis, as well as
enhancing muscle strength in both the lower and upper limbs. It also seeks
to identify the degrees of osteoporosis and assess its prevalence.
The researcher employed an experimental methodology, applying it to a
sample of 10 women with osteoporosis, who were patients at Ibn Al-Nafis
Hospital in Irbid during the 2024/2025 period, under the supervision of
Professor Ziad Al-Hindawi. The participants were carefully selected, and
aquatic therapeutic exercises accompanied by music were administered
over a year at Al-Hamma Resort in a therapeutic pool with a water
temperature of 33°C, with four weekly sessions, each lasting 30 minutes.
Several assessments were conducted to evaluate the outcomes, including
bone density measurements using the Dual-Energy X-ray Absorptiometry
(DEXA) device, with measurements taken at three intervals: before the
experiment, after six months, and after one year. Muscle strength tests
included the underwater cycling test for 3 minutes at 60% intensity and the
prone leg rotation test for 40 seconds.
The aquatic exercises included approximately 100 varied exercises tailored
to the targeted age group, which ranged from 45 to 60 years old. The study
results indicated that aquatic therapeutic exercises significantly improved
bone density readings and muscle strength.
The study concluded with several recommendations, the most important of
which is the emphasis on combating the spread of osteoporosis and
implementing effective rehabilitation programs in various settings to
prepare patients of both genders.

The current research aimed to uncover the psychological and social
difficulties faced by children aged 4-6. Iraq has experienced difficult
circumstances in confronting terrorism and terrorist operations, including
killing, destruction, looting, and theft. This has had a definite impact on
Iragi families in general and children in particular, leading them to
encounter numerous difficulties, resulting in a variety of behaviors, as
indicated by their mothers and teachers. Examples include their suffering
from nightmares, disturbing dreams, and other problems. To achieve the
research objective, the researcher prepared a tool to identify the
psychological and social difficulties faced by kindergarten children. The
tool was distributed to a sample of (160) teachers and (160) mothers, who
were selected using a multi-stage method. After applying the measurement
tool to them, it was found that the kindergarten children faced
psychological and social difficulties that led to their behavioral behaviors.

The findings revealed that the current state of employing artificial
intelligence technologies to enhance strategic management in the Ministry
of Education in Oman is at a moderate level.

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The Effectiveness of an Occupational Therapy-Based Program in
Enhancing Executive Functions in Children with Autism Spectrum
Disorder

Abstract

The research problem focuses on the challenges faced by children with
Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), particularly deficiencies in executive
functioning, The role of occupational therapy is to facilitate task success
for the child by modifying the environment, removing obstacles, or
simplifying the task to align with the child’s capabilities. The study
explores the effectiveness of an occupational therapy-based program in
improving executive functions in children with ASD during the post-
treatment assessment. The study sample consisted of four children aged 6—
9 years with mild autism from the "chra" Autism Center in Erbil. The
sample was divided into an experimental group and a control group, with
equivalence established between the groups in terms of chronological age,
autism severity, and executive functions. The occupational therapy
program was applied to the experimental group for two months, The
program was drawing on relevant theories and executive function
frameworks. Executive functions were measured for both groups
(experimental and control) post-treatment and remeasured for the
experimental group two months after the program ended. Data were
collected and analyzed using the SPSS statistical package. The study
concluds that children in the experimental group who underwent the
occupational therapy program demonstrated significant improvement in
most components of executive functions compared to the control group.

Mathematics education continues to face significant challenges in
diagnosing students’ learning difficulties. In the era of artificial intelligence
(Al), there is an increasing need for innovative pedagogical models capable
of meeting learners’ diverse and evolving needs. Al-powered adaptive
learning offers a promising solution by tailoring learning paths based on
individual student profiles, preferences, and performance. However, there
remains a lack of comprehensive literature reviews that provide a clear
understanding of the field's development and trends. This study aims to
explore the landscape of adaptive learning supported by artificial
intelligence in mathematics education through a bibliometric analysis of
publications from 2015 to 2024, using Vosviewer for visualization. A total
of 2,513 publications were retrieved from the Scopus database and
analyzed to identify annual publication trends, the most influential journals
and authors, and the most productive countries and institutions. The results
show that China leads in research output, contributing 35.5% of total
publications, with the Chinese Academy of Sciences being the most
prolific institution. Conference proceedings constitute the primary
publication source, accounting for 53% of total contributions.

The analysis identified core
research themes such as learning systems, deep learning algorithms, and
reinforcement learning techniques, along with research gaps including
limited focus on demographic data, adaptive user interfaces, and intelligent

Intelligence Strategies in Developing Architectural Design Thinking
Skills Among 11th-Grade Female Students

Abstract

This study aimed to examine the effectiveness of utilizing the Floor Plan
Creator software, which is based on spatial intelligence strategies, in
developing design thinking skills among 11th-grade female students. The
researcher employed a quasi-experimental approach on a sample of 68
students from Umm Al-Khair Basic Education School (Grades 10-12). The
sample was divided into two groups: the control group (35 students), who
studied architectural design examples using the traditional method, and the
experimental group (33 students), who learned architectural design through
the Floor Plan Creator software. To ensure the equivalence of both groups,
a Design Thinking Attitude Scale was used, consisting of 15 scenarios
distributed across five dimensions: empathy, problem definition, idea
generation and visualization, prototype design, and testing. The validity
and reliability of the instrument were confirmed through expert reviews
across various relevant disciplines. The study results revealed statistically
significant differences at the (0.05) level between the mean scores of the
study sample on the Design Thinking Attitude Scale, favoring the
experimental group. Additionally, the overall effect size of the Floor Plan
Creator software on design thinking skills was high in favor of the
experimental group. Accordingly, the researcher recommends integrating
specialized architectural software in school curricula to enhance students’
design thinking skills and better prepare them for future career demands.

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Enhancing English Pronunciation with ChatGPT: An Effective Al
tutor for Transforming Language Instruction and Learning

Dr. Hanadi Mirza

Abstract:

Artificial Intelligence (Al) has proven to be a valuable tool in language
teaching/learning, particularly in developing oral fluency and
pronunciation. This action research explores how ChatGPT, as an Al-
powered language tutor, can enhance the pronunciation of non-native
speakers, of English as a foreign language specifically future teachers
whose profession requires them to extensively read aloud to kids with
proper pronunciation. All 11 Early Childhood student-teachers in the
Faculty of Education at the Lebanese University experimented with
ChatGPT voice mode to help them improve their pronunciation of English
sounds, stress patterns, and intonation. They audio-recorded 3 stories as
pretest, posttest, and delayed posttest. Participants also filled a survey
investigating their views on the use of ChatGPT and SpeechAnalyzer.
Findings revealed that participants enjoyed interacting with ChatGPT
which enhanced the accuracy of various English sounds and proper stress
use in addition to providing individualized feedback and learner autonomy.
SpeechAnalyzer also showed speed, missing/misread words. ChatGPT,
combined with SpeechAnalyzer, effectively improved participants’
pronunciation with an increase in pretest mean (M= 5) to a delayed posttest
M= 7.67. Despite their benefits, some challenges of both Al-tools included
the ability to effectively prompt ChatGPT, capture the phonetic nuances,
and interpret Al-generated feedback. Balancing technological
advancements with equitable access and pedagogical effectiveness should
be achieved. Hence, governments and educational institutions should work
on making Al tools more accessible and affordable for learners in different
socioeconomic backgrounds. Clear ethical guidelines for data privacy
should be established to prevent misuse of personal speech data collected
by Al applications

Abstract

Arabic video game localisation is an emerging field in translation studies,
with limited in-depth research conducted on the subject. Existing studies
often focus on the challenges of localizing a single game or analyzing
multiple games while primarily addressing linguistic aspects. This study
comprehensively evaluates the Arabic localisation of The Witcher 3, a
well-known game in the Arab world. The analysis focuses on two main
localisation components: the User Interface (Ul) and cinematics. A
multimodal corpus of screenshots was collected from the game to achieve
this. The analysis was conducted in two stages: first, the data was
categorized into two main groups—UI and cinematics—and second, a
linguistic, technical, and cultural evaluation was performed. The findings
revealed that while the localisation was successful linguistically, it
encountered serious shortcomings related to culture and technology.
Several culturally sensitive visuals and themes were left unchanged,
conflicting with the target audience’s norms. Additionally, the UI and
menus were not designed to accommodate right-to-left (RTL) script,
leading to layout issues that negatively affected the gameplay experience.
This study contributes to the growing body of research on Arabic video
game localization. It also highlights the need for further research that can
provide practical guidelines to assist localization professionals and game

developers in producing high-quality Arabic localisations.

This research investigates the impact of bullying and shyness on English
language acquisition among students across different educational levels.
Through a mixed-methods approach incorporating both quantitative and
qualitative data collection techniques, the study examined 50 students
using surveys, semi-structured interviews, and classroom observations.
Quantitative findings revealed a significant negative correlation between
shyness levels and English language proficiency (r=-0.67, p<0.001), with
shy students scoring 22% lower on language assessments compared to their
non-shy counterparts. Similarly, bullied students demonstrated an 18%
lower performance in language skills compared to non-bullied peers.
Qualitative analysis identified recurring themes of anxiety, fear, and low
self-confidence as major barriers to language learning participation.
