Consequently, the Central Bank of Iraq has
adopted an exchange rate as a nominal anchor, following a conventional
peg within a soft peg arrangement, with the objective of maintaining
exchange rate stability and preventing large fluctuations in the currency’s
value. This policy operates within a reinter economy characterized by low
productive flexibility and a substantial expansion in consumer spending. A
fixed peg system necessitates large foreign currency reserves to sustain
currency stability, making its success contingent on the efficiency of
reserve management, particularly through diversification of the reserve
investment portfolio. In this context, it becomes crucial to analyze the
relationship between Iraq’s de facto exchange rate regime and the level of
foreign reserves, as a means to mitigate the recurrent impact of exchange
rate volatility on monetary stability.

(PBC) and subjective norms (SN) in shaping EIl. A quantitative research
design was adopted, employing a survey questionnaire administered to 350
postgraduate students from Iragi universities. The proposed hypotheses
were tested using path analysis within a structural equation modelling
framework. The results reveal that EE, EC, and PO indirectly affect EIl
through ATE and PBC, underscoring the significance of these mediating

This analytical study examines green dynamic capabilities and their impact
on sustainable environmental performance within the services sector, using
Al-Faw Contracting Company, a general contracting company affiliated
with the Ministry of Housing and Construction, as a case study. Green
dynamic capabilities are defined as an organization's ability to build and
reshape organizational competencies and resources, both internal and
external, enabling it to respond effectively to changing environmental
challenges and adopt environmentally conscious production practices. The
study was conducted by distributing (50) questionnaires to a sample of the
company's employees at various organizational levels. The aim was to
collect quantitative and qualitative data to support the analysis of the
relationship between dynamic capabilities and environmental performance
indicators. The study is based on a theoretical framework that focuses on
three basic capabilities: sensing capabilities, learning capabilities, and
integration capabilities, as key determinants of achieving long-term
environmental sustainability goals.

This study investigates the multi-level influence of inclusive leadership
(IL) and team collaboration (TC) on employee learning and performance.
It explains the function of these mechanisms through the mediation role of
psychological safety (PS) and work engagement (WE). In addition to the
moderating role of IL, TC, and PS, social exchange theory and social

learning theory are employed in the framework of the study .Using a

positivist approach with deductive methods, we collected data from 1,300
employees and 150 team managers in the Iragi healthcare sector.
Subsequently, we used a hierarchical linear analysis (HLM) to test the

hypotheses and obtain results. The HLM results demonstrate 1) the

strength of the mediation between multi-level variables and 2) a cross-level
moderating relationship for IL, TC, and PS, which have a positive effect at

the individual level .This paper provides a new perspective on

understanding individual and team behavior through its multi-level
investigation of perceptions of inclusiveness and collaboration.

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The Effectiveness of the (RAMP) Initiative in Enhancing
Mathematical Skills Among Early Childhood Students: A Teachers'
Perspective in the Irbid Kasbah Directorate of Education, Jordan
Luai Taleb Obaidat Kholoud Sobhi Yaghmour
Abstract:

This paper aims to evaluate the effectiveness of the RAMP Initiative in
enhancing mathematical skills among early childhood students, as
perceived by their teachers in the Irbid Kasbah Directorate of Education,
Jordan. The study sample comprised 610 teachers of both genders. Data
were collected using an 18-item questionnaire, whose reliability and
validity were confirmed prior to analysis.

Statistical analyses revealed a high and statistically significant level of
effectiveness of the RAMP Initiative in improving early childhood
mathematical skills, according to teachers’ perceptions. The results also
indicated significant differences related to gender, with female teachers
reporting a higher average score of 3.63. Moreover, significant differences
were observed based on teaching experience, where teachers with more
than ten years of experience had an average score of 3.75.

Based on these findings, the study recommends focusing on the skill of
number manipulation, helping students develop problem-solving
abilities, and increasing teachers’ attention to training students on basic
mathematical concepts using appropriate instructional methods.
Additionally, expanding the initiative to higher grades, particularly fourth
through sixth grades, is suggested to further enhance mathematical skills
across different educational stages.

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The Effectiveness of a Therapeutic Aquatic Exercise Program in
Improving Functional Efficiency Among Female Students with
Scoliosis Enrolled in a Swimming Course at Jadara University

Abstract:

This study aimed to evaluate the effectiveness of a structured therapeutic
aquatic exercise program in improving functional efficiency among female
students with scoliosis (lateral spinal deviation) enrolled in a swimming
course at Jadara University. The research adopted an experimental
approach using a single-group design, with a purposive sample of 10
female students. The therapeutic program was implemented over 8 weeks,
with three weekly sessions (30 minutes per session). Data were collected
using therapeutic aquatic exercises as the primary intervention and
analyzed statistically using SPSS.

The results revealed a statistically significant positive effect of the program
in improving scoliosis condition and functional efficiency, with significant
differences between pre-test and post-test outcomes in favor of the post-
test.

Abstract

This study aimed to identify the level of implementation of Total Quality
Management (TQM) in Martial Arts courses and the Physical Education
curriculum, and its relationship to educational outcomes from the
perspective of students at Yarmouk University. The research adopted a
descriptive approach, appropriate to the nature and objectives of the
study. The sample consisted of 212 male and female students from the
College of Physical Education and Sports Sciences at Yarmouk University.

Data were collected using a 31-item questionnaire divided into two main
areas: TQM principles (including support from college administration and
the development and training of human resources) and educational
outcomes (including program and academic material development, as well
as student qualification).

The results revealed that the level of TQM implementation in Martial Arts
courses and the Physical Education curriculum, as perceived by students,
was high, with a mean score of 3.95.

This study aimed to explore the attitudes and perceptions of kindergarten
teachers in the Nablus Governorate toward the use of artificial intelligence
(Al) in preschool education, as well as the challenges they encounter in its
implementation. The study population included all teachers working in
public and private kindergartens in the governorate, totaling 1,256 teachers.
A sample of 190 teachers was selected using a simple random sampling
method.

The findings revealed that kindergarten teachers hold a strongly positive
attitude toward the use of Al in education and demonstrate a clear
understanding of its pedagogical benefits.

The administrative investigation is considered the administration's path of
determine disciplinary responsibility to its employees through the legally
prescribed procedures and as well as it is the opportunity that given to the
employee to present his defenses, prove his innocence and deny the
accusations against him. This study aims at demonstrating of methodology
and the disciplines of administrative investigation as well as the
disciplinary guarantees that have been legislated by the Iraqi legislator for
the employee in the process of administrative investigation. The study
adopts the analytical approach of law materials and texts of Iraqi
disciplinary law regarding employees of public sector no.14, 1991. As well
as to highlight the concept of the administrative investigation and to
demonstrate the competent authorities that stipulated by the modified
employee’s disciplinary law and the public sector of no.14, 1991 and to
examine the role of the competent authorities. The study concludes that
there is a deficiency in the law of discipline for state employees and the
public sector in covering all aspects of administrative investigation
procedures and a deficiency in addressing many problems of administrative
investigation which requires the need to organize the administrative
investigation procedures in a precise manner especially with regard to the
investigator's powers. As well as the need to stipulate that the
administration notify the employee of the charges against him before the
investigation as well as stipulating the employee's right to review his
personal file and hear witnesses in the administrative investigation and
stipulating the formation of investigative committees in accordance with
the position of the employee accused of disciplinary action in order to
achieve the fairness of the disciplinary matter and to confirm the legitimacy
of the administrative investigation.

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The Principle of International Exhaustion as a Limitation on
the Exclusive Rights of the Developed Patent Holder

Abstract:
The principle of international exhaustion constitutes a departure from the
exclusive right of the holder of a development patent, such that it may be invoked
as a defense in cases of patent infringement without the need for prior
authorization from a judicial or administrative authority, or from the patent holder
himself.
The exhaustion of patent rights means that the patent holder’s exclusive rights
over the invention are deemed exhausted upon the first placement of the patented
product on the market. Once this occurs, the patent holder may no longer object
to the free circulation of the product. This principle is rooted in jurisprudential
doctrine and has been firmly established by judicial decisions.
Undoubtedly, this principle represents an exception to the general rule of
protection afforded to patent holders. Its legal foundation originates from the
jurisprudence of European courts, which hold that a patent owner cannot prohibit
or control the use or resale of goods that have been lawfully placed on the market,
or for which authorization to be placed on the market has been granted.
Allowing patent holders unrestricted authority to prevent the importation of
protected products would effectively constrain the circulation of such products
beyond the territory where they were first marketed by the inventor or with his
consent. This, in turn, enables patent owners to manipulate product prices both
inside and outside the country of protection by preventing others from importing
the same product.
Recognizing the inventor's right to control the importation of protected products
negatively impacts the economy by depriving local markets of the benefits of
lower prices. Therefore, in order to prevent price discrimination, many legal
systems have included provisions in their patent laws prohibiting patent holders
from objecting to the importation of such products by third parties without their
consent.

The aim of this study is to conduct a comparative analysis between the
commentary of the Diwan al-Hamasah by al-Marzougi and the
commentary generated by the Al model ChatGPT 5, supported by Natural
Language Processing (NLP) technologies, specifically applied to four
verses of satire and pride by Tarmah ibn Hakim al-Ta’i. This research
employs a qualitative comparative methodology to identify similarities and
discrepancies within the four verses based on the analysis of Arabic
linguistics, alongside a quantitative approach using the AraBERT Al
model, specifically designed for Arabic language processing. This Al
model analyzes the text extracted from both commentaries, applying
modern mathematical techniques to measure congruence and divergence in
meaning, allowing for an accurate and objective evaluation of Al's ability
to simulate human commentary. The results of the study indicate
similarities between the two commentaries in expressing the general
meanings and fundamental concepts of the text. However, there are also
discrepancies in the outcomes of the integrated analysis of the text,
particularly in terms of poetic vocabulary, morphological structure,
syntactic structure, rhetorical dimension, and cultural and social context.
These differences arise due to issues such as Al’s errors in understanding,
analysis, and processing, as well as AI’s consideration of dimensions not
addressed by al-Marzougi. The study concludes that artificial intelligence
serves as a complementary tool that enhances the understanding of Arabic
literary texts, rather than being the primary or sole means of interpretation.

Abstract

This paper attempts to examine the potential of Al applications to enhance
learning outcomes, assess any potential shortcomings in the educational
process, and explore possible solutions to the problems raised by the use of
Al applications. A quantitative method was employed by preparing two
questionnaires, one for students and the other for academics, to investigate
the vital role of Artificial Intelligence (Al) in higher education and its
potential to enhance or impede student efficiency. Qualitative methods
were also employed through the conduct of semi-structured interviews to
gain a deeper understanding of the potential challenges associated with
implementing Al applications in HEIs and the possible solutions to the
problems raised by the use of Al applications. Thirty students and twenty
academics from two Jordanian institutions were selected for the study to
complete the questionnaire and respond to the interview questions. The
results reveal that while educators recognize the potential benefits of Al in
education, they are equally cautious about its unintended consequences,
particularly those affecting equity, creativity, and critical thinking. In
addition, students are wary about Al's potential to impede autonomous
learning and critical thinking, even though they believe it will improve their
academic achievement. The results also indicate that the implementation of
Al applications in Higher Education Institutions (HEIS) presents several
potential challenges, particularly concerning educational quality and
academic outcomes. The results also reveal that to overcome these
obstacles and equip the upcoming generation of Al specialists to take on
the challenging problems in the area, solutions like professional growth,
cooperation, and inclusive learning environments need to be put into
practice.

Abstract:
This paper attempts to identify the linguistic phenomena “Homonymy” in

English Language and Arabic language, i.e., the definitions and types of
Homonymy in English and Arabic Language, with a mention to
Homophones and Homographs as a Lexical items under the term
Homonymy. The purpose of this paper is to investigate the translation of
one of the linguistic phenomena in semantics, i.e., homonymous verbs in
the translations of Abdullah Yousif Ali, Marmaduke Pickthall and John
Arberry in some holy Quranic texts. In order to determine the meanings of
the homonymous verbs, the exegete adopted in this paper is Al-Tabary
Interpretation of the Glorious Quran. This paper is also an attempt to
identify the translation that succeeded in preserving the meaning of the
source text according to Al-Tabary Interpretation with regards to
homonymous verbs. A comparison is made between the meaning of the
homonymous verbs of the source text and the meaning of the homonymous
verbs of the target text according to the exegete adopted in this paper. The
present study arrived at a number of conclusions as answers to the research
guestions. Among the important conclusions is that not all the translations
of the homonymous verbs of the translated texts are in full correspondence
with the interpretations of the homonymous verbs of the source texts.
Perhaps, one of the conclusions of the present study is that not all the
translators succeeded in keeping the same meaning of the homonymous
verbs of the source text in the translation in all of the selected Quranic texts.
