ABSTRACT

While green financing and sustainable environmental practices are
increasingly adopted in developed countries, developing nations such as
Iraq lag behind in this domain. This research investigates the awareness
and willingness of private banks in Baghdad to adopt green finance, as well
as the barriers hindering its implementation. A structured questionnaire
was designed and distributed to a random sample of 15 bank managers and
assistant managers. Responses were collected, analyzed, and statistically
evaluated to assess levels of awareness and readiness to engage in green
financing. Findings indicate that the surveyed banks are generally aware of
green finance concepts and express willingness to adopt them. However,
the study highlights the critical role of government support in facilitating
the transition toward green financial practices. The research offers strategic
recommendations to enhance green finance adoption in Iraq and
contributes to the knowledge base on sustainable finance in developing
countries. Limitations include the small sample size and geographic focus,
though implications for policymakers remain significant.

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The relationship between QOil export revenues and imports in Iraq

Abstract

This research investigates the relationship between oil export revenues and
Iraqi import dynamics over the period 2004—2024. The analysis evaluates
fluctuations in global oil prices and export revenues as a primary
determinant of Iraqi import size. The study begins with descriptive
evidence illustrating the strong co-movement between oil revenues,
government expenditure, and import growth, reflecting Iraq’s high fiscal
dependence on crude oil exports. Econometric analysis indicates a
significant long-run elasticity of imports with respect to oil revenues,
suggesting that a 1% increase in oil receipts leads to a proportionally
sizable rise in imports. In addition, the model proves that cointegration
between the variables used is existed. Furthermore, the study concludes
that Iraqi import structure remains highly vulnerable to external oil-market
fluctuations, underlining the urgency of economic diversification, more
stable fiscal planning, and policies that can lead to activate role of non-oil
industries in Iraq.

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The Impact of Digital Transformation on Loan Losses: Evidence
from a Sample of Banks Listed on the Iraq Stock Exchange

Abstract:

This study investigates the impact of digital transformation on loan losses
in banks listed on the Iraq Stock Exchange. As Iraqi banks increasingly
adopt digital technologies to enhance operations and risk management,
understanding their effect on credit performance is essential. Using a
quantitative panel data approach with annual financial statements, digital
transformation is measured through digital banking services, online
payment channels, core banking system upgrades, and IT investments,
while loan losses are evaluated via IFRS 9 provisions, including loan loss
provisions, non-performing loans, and expected credit losses. Multiple
regression analysis examines the relationship between digital
transformation and loan losses, controlling for bank size, leverage,
profitability, and credit growth. Findings show a strong negative
correlation, indicating that higher digital adoption improves borrower
screening, automates risk assessment, and stabilizes loan portfolios. The
study highlights the importance of investing in digital infrastructure and
data-driven credit evaluation to minimize loan losses and enhance financial
stability in emerging economies.

This study compares the Iraqi experience with Norway’s
offshore oil sector, where machine learning improves production
forecasting, recovery prediction, and fault detection, emphasizing
sustainability and energy security.

Abstract:

This study investigates the impact of Chief Executive Officer (CEO)
experience on the financial performance of banks listed on the Iraq Stock
Exchange, with a focus on the mediating role of financial technology
(FinTech) adoption. As digitalization accelerates in emerging markets,
understanding the interaction between executive capabilities and
technological innovation is critical for sustaining competitive performance.
Using a quantitative panel-data approach based on annual reports, CEO
experience was measured through tenure, industry experience, and prior
senior management roles, while financial performance was assessed via
return on assets (ROA), net profit margin (NPM), and return on equity
(ROE). FinTech adoption was operationalized through digital banking
platforms, electronic payment systems, and technology-enabled service
delivery. Multiple regression and mediation analyses reveal that CEO
experience positively influences financial performance and that FinTech
adoption effectively mediates this relationship, enhancing efficiency,
service quality, and customer interaction. The study highlights the strategic
importance of executive experience and digital innovation in sustaining
long-term financial performance in emerging banking markets.

The descriptive
analytical approach is used, using the content analysis tool through
analyzing studies and reports related to the subject, where it reached the
following results: The position of the Sultanate of Oman in the Global
Knowledge Index, in pre-university education, technical education,
vocational training, higher education, research and development,
innovation, information and communication technology, economy and
enabling environments for the year 2020/2023 was modest, recording a
decline in most aspects in 2025. As for the Omani universities index in the
Shanghai classification for the year 2023: it indicated the entry of only one
Omani university, so that in 2024 more than one university rose. As for the
Times classification for the year 2025, Sultan Qaboos University came in
the (25) Arab rank and (601) globally. The results also indicated that the
volume of scientific production of the Sultanate of Oman in the
international databases (ISI) for the period 2008-2018 amounted to
approximately (9,294) papers, thus occupying the rank Twelfth in the Arab
world, while it was shown that the knowledge contribution of Omani
research institutions in all fields according to the Scimago classification
declined to rank 18th in the Arab world, and to rank sixth at the level of the
Gulf countries in 2023 after it was ranked fifth in 2022. The study also
shows the position of Omani scientific journals in the Arab indicators: in
the Arab Impact Factor ARCIF, where the Sultanate of Oman ranked 19th
in 2022 and only one journal was monitored among the indexed journals,
to rise in 2025 to (6) scientific journals.

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Emotional Response and Its Relationship to Imaginative Play Among

The study aimed to identify the level of emotional response and its
relationship to imaginative play among a sample of children with mild
autism spectrum disorder. The study included 90 children from the Erbil
city center, aged 5-9 years. The Emotional Response Scale and the
Imaginative Play Scale were used, and their validity and reliability were
verified. The descriptive correlational design was employed. Arithmetic
means, standard deviations, the chi-square test, the simple correlation
coefficient, and the binary correlation coefficient were used to analyze the
data. The results indicated a positive correlation between children’s
emotional response and their ability to engage in imaginative play,
suggesting that the two constructs are closely related. The study
recommended the importance of developing emotional response and
imaginative play skills.

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Developing a Guttman Scale to Measure Teachers’ Attitudes Toward
the Use of Artificial Intelligence in Education Based on Item
Response Theory

Abstract:

This study aims to develop and validate a Guttman-type scale to assess
teachers’ attitudes toward the use of artificial intelligence (AI) in
education, guided by Item Response Theory (IRT). The scale is designed
to capture a hierarchical structure of attitudes, ranging from basic
acceptance of Al technologies to advanced integration into pedagogical
practices. Items reflecting cognitive, affective, and behavioral dimensions
were generated and reviewed by experts in educational measurement and
Al in education to ensure content validity. The instrument was
administered to a diverse sample of teachers across multiple academic
levels. Data were analyzed using the Rasch model and nonparametric IRT
methods to examine item ordering, scalability, and person reliability.
Results are expected to confirm a unidimensional, cumulative structure
consistent with Guttman scaling, providing evidence of construct validity.
The scale offers a diagnostic tool for educators and policymakers to assess
readiness for Al adoption, informing professional development and
evidence-based strategies for effective technology integration in teaching
and learning.

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Type A Behavior Pattern and Its Relationship with Sleep Disorders
among Gifted Students in Erbil Governorate

Abstract:

This study examined Type A behavior levels, sleep disorder levels, gender
differences, and the relationship between these variables among 113 gifted
students in Erbil Governorate during the 2024-2025 academic year. Using
a descriptive correlational design, participants completed two validated
instruments: the Type A Behavior Scale (45 items, a=0.77) adapted from
Naamiya (2018) and the Sleep Disturbance Scale (24 items, 0=0.71)
adapted from Abdul Halim (2015), with data analyzed through one-sample
and two-sample t-tests. Results revealed unexpectedly low levels of both
Type A behavior and sleep disorders among gifted students, with Type A
behavior significantly more present in females while sleep disorders
showed no gender differences, and only a weak positive correlation existed
between the two variables. Contrary to theoretical expectations, gifted
students in Erbil demonstrated minimal Type A behavioral patterns and
sleep disturbances with limited association between them, suggesting that
gender influenced only Type A behavior manifestation but not sleep-
related outcomes

They also provide resource-rich learning environments, continuous
professional development for teachers, openness to cultural and linguistic
diversity, and strong community engagement.
In contrast, education in Qatar is regarded as a social mission and collective
responsibility. Students are expected to demonstrate diligence, discipline,
and respect for learning, while teachers hold a recognized position of
intellectual authority. The state plays the central role as the main funder of
education, reinforcing the view of education as a social right and a
foundation for nation-building. Despite some remaining features of
centralization and reliance on examinations, the past two decades have
witnessed wide-ranging reforms aimed at improving quality, strengthening
teacher competencies, developing infrastructure, and aligning curricula
with both local and global labor market needs, with increasing emphasis on
technology integration and modern learning methods.
The teaching note seeks to foster academic dialogue on similarities and
differences between the Canadian and Qatari experiences within the
broader North American and Middle Eastern contexts. It highlights
opportunities for mutual learning and adaptation of effective educational
reforms, and proposes a conceptual framework to enhance educational
quality and efficiency, promote classroom innovation, and achieve more
equitable and effective learning outcomes in a locally grounded yet
globally connected environment.

The rapid integration of Artificial Intelligence (Al) tools such as Chat GPT,
Grammarly, and QuillBot into English Language Teaching (ELT) offers vast
pedagogical potential while raising serious ethical and educational concerns.
This paper explores the intersection of digital literacy and Al ethics in ELT,
emphasizing the need to prepare learners for responsible and reflective
technology use. Grounded in the United Nations’ Sustainable Development
Goals 4 (Quality Education) and 9 (Innovation and Infrastructure), the study
adopts a synthesized framework combining the Technology Acceptance
Model (TAM) and Critical Digital Literacy (CDL). A hypothetical mixed-
methods approach involving surveys and focus groups with ELT learners and
teachers reveals high Al adoption driven by perceived usefulness but limited
awareness of ethical implications such as data privacy, algorithmic bias, and
academic integrity. Findings highlight gaps in critical evaluation and
responsible decision-making skills, exposing a need for explicit instruction on
Al ethics within ELT curricula. The discussion underscores the urgency of
integrating digital ethics and literacy across teacher education programs and
institutional policies to foster a culture of accountability and reflective
innovation. The study concludes by recommending a framework for
responsible Al integration that ensures technology enhances, rather than
compromises, the principles of equity, integrity, and human agency in
language learning.

This study investigates the most common sports injuries among female
students participating in Football courses in the Department of Physical
Education at Jadara University, focusing on their types, causes, and
anatomical locations. Employing a descriptive research approach, data
were collected via a structured questionnaire from a sample of 34 enrolled
female students. Statistical analysis was conducted using frequencies,
percentages, and the t-test to identify patterns and significant trends. The
results indicate that inadequate warm-up is the primary cause of injuries,
the ankle is the most frequently affected body part, and muscle tears
constitute the most common type of injury. These findings highlight the
critical need for preventive strategies in sports training programs.
Accordingly, the study recommends the design and implementation of
structured training interventions aimed at enhancing physical fitness,
flexibility, and muscular strength. Such programs are expected to reduce
injury incidence, improve athletic performance, and ensure safer
participation in football and other sports activities.

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School Leaders’ Perspectives on the Utilization of
Artificial Intelligence Tools in Administrative
Practices in the Sultanate of Oman

Abstract:

This study examined the extent of artificial intelligence (Al) tool utilization
in school administrative practices from the perspectives of school leaders
in the Sultanate of Oman. A quantitative survey design was employed,
using a structured questionnaire covering five domains: planning and
decision-making, administrative organization and operations management,
human resource management, supervision and evaluation, and
communication and interaction, with eight items per domain. Content
validity was confirmed through expert review, and internal consistency
reliability was established (Cronbach’s alpha = .76). The study population
included 380 school leaders from the Governorates of Muscat and Al-
Dakhiliyah, with 144 valid responses analyzed. Findings indicated a
moderate level of Al utilization across all domains, highest in planning and
decision-making and lowest in communication and interaction. Inferential
analyses showed no statistically significant differences based on gender,
governorate, job title, years of experience, or educational qualification. The
study recommends capacity-building programs and targeted professional
development to enhance school leaders’ Al competencies, particularly in
communication applications.

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Mindfulness among kindergarten teachers and its
relationship to their ability to manage time in Nablus Governorate

Abstract:
The present study aimed to assess the level of mindfulness among
kindergarten teachers and to examine its relationship with their time-
management abilities in the Nablus Governorate. The study population
consisted of all kindergarten teachers working in public and private
kindergartens in the governorate (N = 1256). A sample of 190 teachers was
selected using a simple random sampling method.
The findings revealed that teachers possess a high level of mindfulness and
demonstrate relatively strong time-management skills. Specialization and
years of experience were found to influence both mindfulness levels and
time-management abilities. Moreover, the results indicated a statistically
significant positive relationship between mindfulness and time
management: the higher the teachers’ mindfulness, the better their ability
to manage time.
The study concludes with several recommendations, including integrating
mindfulness training into teacher-education programs, providing
supportive environments within kindergartens, and encouraging further
research on this topic.

Gross ingratitude represents an unlawful and morally objectionable act
committed by the donee toward the donor, reflecting a clear breach of the
obligations arising from the gift contract. Such behavior falls within the
scope of contractual civil liability, as it constitutes an infringement upon
the donor’s rights and a violation of the trust upon which the act of gifting
is based. When the donee engages in conduct that gravely harms, insults,
or neglects the donor, the law recognizes this as sufficient grounds for the
donor to seek the revocation of the gift.
However, demonstrating gross ingratitude before the court is often a
challenging process. The donor must provide compelling and substantive
evidence proving that the donee failed to fulfill the moral or legal duties
associated with the gift. Only when the court is convinced of the
seriousness of the donee’s misconduct can it issue a judgment permitting
the donor to revoke the gift in accordance with legal principles.

In EFL
contexts, this need often leads to superficial processing of information and
hinders the development of students critical reading performance. This
study aims at: identifying the level of Iraqi EFL female students' cognitive
closure and its sub-scales (need for order, need for predictability,
decisiveness, avoidance of ambiguity, and closed-mindedness). Finding
out the relationship between Iraqi EFL female students' cognitive closure
and their critical reading. A sample of (200) female students is selected
randomly from the Iraqi EFL second-year university students in English
departments in the Colleges of Education for Women: University of
Baghdad and Al Iragia University, during the academic year 2025-
2024.Three instruments are used to achieve the aims of this study:
cognitive closure scale (Webster& Kruglanski 1994), the critical reading
test is constructed based on the second-year university short story textbook
for assessing students critical reading, and critical reading rubric
(Elmaghrby,2021) is adopted for scoring students’ performance. The
findings revealed Iraqi EFL female students have a high level of cognitive
closure, and the sub-scales (need for order, need for predictability,
decisiveness, avoidance of ambiguity, and closed-mindedness) are all
significantly high, indicating a preference for environments that are rule-
based and clear, and Iraqi EFL female students’ cognitive closure is
statistically correlated with their critical reading performance in short story.

These
findings offer an empirical foundation for policymakers and Al system
designers to create integrated policies and tools that are better suited to the
ECE context, strongly supporting educational transformation through Al
innovation.

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Legislation and implementation of Marriage and Divorce Law in
Indonesia and Turkey

Abstract

This study examines the legislation and implementation of marriage and
divorce law in Indonesia and Turkey through a comparative, normative,
and sociological approach. Both countries—Muslim-majority but distinct
in legal orientation—illustrate divergent pathways in harmonizing
religious norms, state law, and gender justice. Indonesia maintains a
pluralistic legal system where Islamic and customary laws coexist under
national legislation, primarily governed by Law No. 1 of 1974 (amended
by Law No. 16 of 2019) and the Compilation of Islamic Law (KHI).
Meanwhile, Turkey, following the 1926 adoption of the Swiss Civil Code
and subsequent reforms in 2001-2004, represents a secular model that
institutionalized gender equality and abolished polygamy. Data were
collected through interviews, documentation, and field observation in both
countries. The findings reveal that although both legal systems aim to
ensure justice and social order, their implementation faces challenges: in
Indonesia, unregistered marriages, patriarchal interpretations, and weak
enforcement persist; in Turkey, conservative resistance and sociocultural
disparities limit full realization of legal equality. The study concludes that
responsive and egalitarian family law reform requires continuous
collaboration among governments, academia, and civil society to bridge
the gap between normative ideals and social realities. Furthermore, the
research contributes theoretically to Islamic legal discourse by
contextualizing maqasid al-shari‘ah and Ibn Qayyim al-Jawziyyah’s
theory of legal change within contemporary family law reform. Practically,
it provides policy recommendations for advancing gender justice and
strengthening legal awareness in Muslim-majority societies.

Abstract:

Taha Jabir Alalwani (1935-2016) was a contemporary Muslim scholar who
significantly contributed to modern Islamic thought. Known as an
academic and a conceptualizer for several international Islamic
organizations, he also pioneered the Islamization of knowledge through
The International Institute of Islamic Thought (IIIT) in Virginia, USA. This
article examines Alalwani’s Maqasid Shari’ah thought on the coexistence
of Muslims and non-Muslims. The study analyzes two aspects: first,
Alalwani’s concept of Maqasid Shari’ah, and second, the interpretation of
Magqasid Shari’ah in studying Muslim and non-Muslim coexistence. This
research uses library research methods with a formal normative juridical
approach. The study finds that Al-’Alwani formulates Maqasid Shari’ah
into micro and macro levels. The micro level includes freedom (hurriyah),
equality (musawah), and justice (‘adalah), while the macro level consists
of the overarching issues called Maqasid al-‘Ulya al-Hakimah, which
includes monotheism (tauhid), purification (tazkiya), and civilization
(‘umran). Alalwani’s interpretation of Maqasid Shari’ah is an extension of
the five principles of Maqasid Shari’ah proposed by scholars like al-Gazali
and al-Shathibi, particularly in relation to the preservation of religion (Hifz
al-Din). The coexistence of Muslims and non-Muslims aligns with the
macro concept of Maqasid Shari’ah, which can serve to foster harmonious
interfaith relations.

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Evaluating the Influence of an Innovative Technique for Multiplying
by Nine: Precision and Quickness of Outcomes speed

Abstract:

Mastering multiplication remains a significant challenge for many primary-
level students, particularly those with limited learning abilities. Educators
often struggle to teach this skill effectively, underscoring the need for
diverse and accessible instructional strategies. This study introduces a new
technique for multiplying by nine and examines its effect on students’
accuracy and speed in solving multiplication problems.

The technique was tested on 31 sixth-grade pupils at Nazdar Primary
School in Erbil between April 14 and 16, 2023. A pre-test using traditional
multiplication methods was administered to establish a baseline. Students
were then taught the new nine-multiplication approach through a detailed
instructional session. On the following day, the students completed a post-
test using the newly introduced method.

Results showed that the novel technique produced correct multiplication-
by-nine answers and relied on procedural steps that differed from the
conventional method. While both methods produced variations in student
scores and completion times, the new method required slightly more time;
however, these differences were not statistically significant.

Overall, the new technique demonstrates potential as an alternative strategy
for teaching multiplication by nine. Nevertheless, further research
involving larger samples and more diverse learning contexts is
recommended to strengthen the evidence and assess the method’s broader
applicability.

Abstract:

Plant-based zinc oxide nanoparticles (ZnO NPs) were synthesized using
clove stick (3 g) added to a zinc oxide solution (4.5 g in 200 mL ionized
water) and stirred for 8 hours. The resulting extract was carbonized, and
the pH value was adjusted to 6.97. The optimal charcoal weight was
determined as 0.05 g, achieving 94% efficiency. Spectroscopic analyses
were conducted, including UV—Vis absorption at 372 nm (absorbance
0.083) and FTIR, showing peaks at 1600 cm™'. Elemental analysis revealed
Zn at 53.87%, O at 22%, and C at 24.13%, with an optimal carbon ratio of
0.86. Activated charcoal purification was performed for 30 minutes at a
concentration of 3x107 M, achieving 95.5% adsorption efficiency. The
activated ZnO NPs demonstrated antibacterial activity. Kinetic analysis
based on the Lagergren model showed first-order constants ki =0.0772 and
k-1 =0.0093 with R? = 0.9863. The pseudo-second-order model provided
excellent correlation (R* = 1), with experimental and theoretical values
closely matching (58.78 vs. 58.47).

This study investigates the thermal conductivity and key physical and
mechanical properties of Styrofoam, Rockwool, and Fiberglass to evaluate
their suitability for building insulation based on functional and economic
criteria. Practical experiments measured thermal conductivity, density, and
compressibility, using a heat flow meter to assess insulating performance.
Styrofoam exhibits low thermal conductivity, providing excellent
resistance to heat transfer, though its compressive strength is lower.
Rockwool, denser than Styrofoam, offers superior compression resistance
and enhanced insulation due to its fibrous structure, despite slightly higher
thermal conductivity. Fiberglass combines good thermal insulation with
moderate compression resistance and ease of installation, making it a
practical choice for many applications. The results indicate that while all
three materials are effective insulators, Rockwool provides the best overall
thermal performance, balancing insulation efficiency and mechanical
robustness, making it ideal for diverse construction needs.
